Users can use it either via touch screen or with the traditional mouse and keyboard. Existing configurations from the well-known Weidmüller Configurator (WMC) can also be transferred directly via cloud upload, ensuring a seamless transition and uninterrupted workflows. This reduces media disruptions, minimises errors and saves time.
A central function of the new Online Weidmüller Configurator is the integrated assembly assistant. It guides users very easily step by step through the assembly and placement of components, enabling simple and reliable assembly – anyone can do it – no electrical background needed. This helps to reduce the industry’s dependency on highly qualified personnel, which is particularly relevant given the growing shortage of skilled workers.
In addition, the Configurator allows users to order fully assembled terminal strips directly from Weidmüller. Through the Fast Delivery Service (FDS), configured terminal strips can be requested online. Individual quotations are generated rapidly, resulting in accelerated assembly planning for maximum speed – enabling fast, flexible and efficient execution of production processes.

Automatic Optimisation – Just One Click Away
Achieve high efficiency thanks to smart optimisation functions in cabinet building. The new Configurator simplifies the configuration of rails. Thanks to its intelligent optimisation functions, the tool automatically makes the best possible use of the available space on the rail – without requiring in-depth product knowledge. With a single click, connection technologies can be switched to more production-efficient variants, such as PUSH IN or SNAP IN. This reduces assembly times, lowers costs and ensures streamlined planning and production throughout. This makes cabinet building simpler, faster and more economical.
